EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
Although the Overstrand Thusong in Hawston is centrally located from a geographical 
perspective, it remains inaccesable to many communities due to distance. This is 
especially true for poorer communities that live on the peripheral side of the 
geographic centre such as Gansbaai. Not only are many of these communities far 
from the Thusong, but there is also limited public transport for the area and the 
population of the greater Gansbaai has been expanding substantially in recent years. 
 
To address the need for access to government services in the Greater Gansbaai area, 
the Municipality submitted a proposal to the Western Cape Department of Local 
Government: Directorate Service Delivery Integration Thusong Programme for the 
establishment of a satellite Thusong in Masakhane, Gansbaai.  The proposal has 
been approved.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
The national government recently changed the country’s energy regulation, 
empowering municipalities to purchase electrical energy directly from independent 
power producers (IPPs) and/or to develop their own generation facilities. This opens 
opportunities for the municipality to transition from dependence on Eskom to 
renewable energy. 
 
RECOMMENDATION TO THE COUNCIL:  
  
1. that Council takes cognisance of the support received from the Provincial 

Department of Local Government through the Sustainable Infrastructure 
Development and Financial Facility (SIDAFF), and the Provincial Department of 
Economic Development and Tourism through the Municipal Energy Resilience 
Project (MER); 

  
2. that Council approves that the municipality transition its energy supply, where 

feasible, to low carbon and renewable sources, in compliance with the revised 
Regulations on New Generation Capacity and all other relevant legislation, by:

5. that the approval in 4 above is on condition that ENPOWER TRADING (PTY) LTD 
will not have the exclusive use of the municipal distribution network, and that 
other energy wheeling and/or energy trading customers be offered a similar 
opportunity when required.
