The need to conduct a socio-economic assessment in order to get a better 
understanding of the extent and nature of the housing need and demand within the 
Overstrand Municipal area was identified by the Municipality.  After engaging in 
discussions and meetings with the Provincial Departments of Human Settlements 
(DoHS) and Environmental Affairs and Development Planning (DEA&DP) funding for 
the study was approved by Province subject to the Municipality also making a 
contribution and the study was commenced with during March 2015.  A report 
informing Council of the study was presented at the Council meeting of February 
2015, where it was noted.  A copy of this report and resolution is attached as 
Annexures B and C to the agenda, respectively.
