6. Background/Discussion 

 
6.1  Background 

 
The initial report for potential beneficiaries served before the Executive 
Mayor in May 2015. The Provincial Department of Human Settlements 
(hereinafter referred to as “Province”) however informed municipalities per 
Circular 10/2015 to comply with a new, age-based prioritisation criteria 
with the selection of beneficiaries for the project. 
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6.2 Discussion 
 

The potential beneficiaries that were selected in terms of the quotas 
(disabled, aged and farmworkers) and other applicants 40 years and 
older, as presented to the Executive Mayor in May 2015 are not affected 
by this report. Only potential beneficiaries that are younger than 40 years 
of age are being replaced by other potential beneficiaries mainly older 
than 40 years from the Housing Demand Database for Mount Pleasant 
(catchment area). 

 
6.2.1 Age-based prioritisation 

 
 It was a requirement from the Province that, in the case of ownership-

based housing opportunities, priority be given to potential beneficiaries 
older than 40 years. A further requirement is that households be 
registered on the municipality’s database for at least three (3) years prior 
to selection. Refer Circular 10/2015 from Province. The following 
exceptions are made: 

 
a) A household is selected via the “quota for households affected by 

permanent disability”, in which case age-based prioritisation must 
strictly not be applied; 

b) A household selected for an institutional subsidy; 
c) The municipality’s housing demand database no longer contains 

households with at least one non-dependent adult being 40 years 
or older within the prescribed catchment areas that meet the 
minimum registration period of three years. 

 
In the case of (c) the guidelines indicate that municipalities should select 
entries from successively younger cohorts registered on the database in 
five year increments (Refer circular 10/2015).  

 
 Effect of the age-based prioritisation 

 
 The age-based prioritisation has the following effect on the number of 

potential beneficiaries for the project:

Potential beneficiaries will be formally invited to complete subsidy 
application forms. It is recommended that in the event of no response after 
the first written notice of 30 days, a second and final written notice of 7 
days be issued. After successful notification by the Municipality, the list of 
potential beneficiaries will be communicated to Motlekar Cape (Pty) Ltd for 
the completion subsidy applications of potential beneficiaries per the 
indicated ranking order.  

 
6.2.3 Approval by Provincial Department of Human Settlements 

 
After this report is noted by the Executive Mayor, the lists of potential 
beneficiaries will be referred to the Provincial Department of Human 
Settlements for notification. Completed subsidy applications will be 
submitted by Motlekar Cape (Pty) Ltd to the mentioned housing 
department for approval.
