Delivery of the goods shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the documents and terms specified

in the contract. The details of shipping and/or other documents to be furnished by the supplier are specified.

INSURANCE

The goods supplied under the contract shall be fully insured in a freely convertible currency against loss or
damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery in the manner
specified.

TRANSPORTATION

Should a price other than an all-inclusive delivered price be required, this shall be specified.

INCIDENTAL

13.1. The supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following services, including additional
services, if any:

15.1. The supplier warrants that the goods supplied under the contract are new, unused, of the most
recent or current models, and that they incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials
unless provided otherwise in the contract. The supplier further warrants that all goods supplied
under this contract shall have no defect, arising from design, materials, or workmanship (except
when the design and/or material is required by the purchaser’'s specifications) or from any act or
omission of the supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions
prevailing in the country of final destination.

Should the supplier fail to respond
within the stipulated fourteen (14) days the purchaser may regard the supplier as having no
objection and proceed with the restriction.

Any restriction imposed on any person by the purchaser will, at the discretion of the purchaser, also
be applicable to any other enterprise or any partner, manager, director or other person who wholly

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person, and with which enterprise or person the first-mentioned person, is or was in the opinion of
the purchase actively associated.

Income generated from these activities usually falls far short of even a minimum income standard, with very little capital invested,
virtually no skills training in the particular field and only limited opportunities for growth into a viable business. This category is characterised by
poverty and the attempt to survive.

Micro enterprises are very small businesses, often involving only the owner, some family members and at the most one or two paid
employees. They usually lack ‘formality’ in terms of business licenses, value-added tax (VAT) registration, formal business premises,
operating permits and accounting procedures. Most of them have a limited capital base and only rudimentary technical or business skills
among their operators. However, many micro enterprises advance into viable small businesses. Earning levels of micro enterprises differ
widely, depending on the particular sector, the growth phase of the business and access to relevant support.
