EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
The purpose of this report is to afford Council an opportunity to establish an 
Ombudsman Committee in terms of sections 33 and 79 of the Local Government:  
Municipal Structures Act, 1998 (Act 117 of 1998) and to appoint members on the 
aforementioned Ombudsman Committee. 
 
The Speaker, Ald A Coetsee, called for nominations for members of the 
Ombudsman Committee.  Cllr S Tebele from the African National Congress, 
seconded by Cllr X Msweli, nominated Cllr V Pungupungu, who accepted the 
nomination.  Cllr A Komani from the Democratic Alliance, seconded by Cllr F Africa, 
nominated the Speaker to be the chairperson of the Ombudsman Committee and 
Cllr R Nutt as a member of the Ombudsman Committee.  The Speaker, Ald A 
Coetsee, and Cllr R Nutt both accepted the nomination. 
 

RESOLVED (SUPPORTED BY 24 COUNCILLORS): 
  
1. that a committee be established in terms of Section 79 of the Local 

Government:  Municipal Structures Act 117 of 1998, to be called the 
Ombudsman; 

  
2. that the Speaker be appointed as the Chairperson and Cllrs V Pungupungu 

and R Nutt as the non-executive councillors; 
  
3. that the Ombudsman be tasked to investigate complaints from members of the 

public referred to it by the Executive Mayor and to make a recommendation to 
Council; 

  
4. that the Ombudsman be authorised to co-opt advisory members in consultation 

with the Municipal Manager; 
  
5. that the Ombudsman determine its own procedure, which must at all times 

adhere to the Rules of Natural Justice; 
  
6. that matters be dealt with expeditiously;  and 
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7. that it be noted that, in the cases of complaints against a municipal services 
account, any punitive actions must be kept in abeyance until such time as the 
Ombudsman has delivered its recommendation to Council and Council has 
taken a decision thereon.
