79, Establishment.—(1) A municipal councl may— \\\

(&) estabiish one or more committees necessary for the effective and efficient performance of
any of its functions or the exercise of any of its powers;

(&) appaint the members of such a committes from among its members; and
(¢) dissolve a committee at any time.
{2) The municipal councii—
(a) must determine the functions of & committee;
(b) may delegate duties and powers to it In terms of cection 32,
{c) must appoint the chairperson;

(o) may authorise a committee to co-opt advisory members wha are not members of the
councll within the limits determined by the council;

(e} may remove a member of a committee at any time; and

() may determine a committee’s procedure,

80. Committees to assist executive committee or executive mayor.—(1) If a muncipal
council has an executlve committee or executive mayor, it may appoint in terms of section 79, committees
of councillors to assist the executive committee or axecutive mayor.

(2) Such committees may not in number exceed the number of members of the executive
committée or mayoral committee.

(3) The executive committes or executive mayor—

(@) appoints a chalrperson for each committee from the executive committes ot mayoral
committee;

(&) may delegate any powers and duties of the executive committee or executive mayor to the
committee;

(c) is not divested of the responsibility concerning the exercise of the power or the
performance of the duty; and

(d) may vary or revoke any decision taken by @ committee, subject to any vested rights.

(4) Such a committee must report to the executive committee ar executive mayor in accordance
with the directions of the executive committee or executive mayor,
