Actions

F.1.1.1 The employer and each tenderer submitting a tender offer shall comply with these condi-

tions of tender. In their dealings with each other, they shall discharge their duties and obli-
gations as set out in F.2 and F.3, timeously and with integrity, and behave equitably, hon-
estly and transparently, comply with all legal obligations and not engage in anticompetitive
practices.

F.1.1.2 The employer and the tenderer and all their agents and employees involved in the tender

process shall avoid conflicts of interest and where a conflict of interest is perceived or
known, declare any such conflict of interest, indicating the nature of such conflict. Tender-
ers shall declare any potential conflict of interest in their tender submissions. Employees,
agents and advisors of the employer shall declare any conflict of interest to whoever is re-
sponsible for overseeing the procurement process at the start of any deliberations relating
to the procurement process or as soon as they become aware of such conflict, and abstain
from any decisions where such conflict exists or recuse themselves from the procurement
process, as appropriate.

A conflict of interest may arise due to a conflict of roles, which might provide an incentive for
improper acts in some circumstances. A conflict of interest can create an appearance of im-
propriety that can undermine confidence in the ability of that person to act properly in his or
her position even if no improper acts result.

Conflicts of interest in respect of those engaged in the procurement process include direct, in-
direct or family interests in the tender or outcome of the procurement process and any per-
sonal bias, inclination, obligation, allegiance or loyalty, which would in any way, affect any
decisions taken.

F.1.1.3 The employer shall not seek and a tenderer shall not submit a tender without having a firm

intention and the capacity to proceed with the contract.

The documents issued by the employer for the purpose of a tender offer are listed in the tender
data.

Interpretation

F.1.3.1 The tender data and additional requirements contained in the tender schedules that are

included in the returnable documents are deemed to be part of these conditions of tender.

F.1.6 Procurement procedures
F.1.6.1 General

Unless otherwise stated in the tender data, a contract will, subject to F.3.13, be concluded
with the tenderer who in terms of F.3.11 is the highest ranked or the tenderer scoring the
highest number of tender evaluation points, as relevant, based on the tender submissions
that are received at the closing time for tenders.

F.1.6.2 Competitive negotiation procedure

F.1.6.2.1 Where the tender data require that the competitive negotiation procedure is to be

followed, tenderers shall submit tender offers in response to the proposed con-
tract in the first round of submissions. Notwithstanding the requirements of F.3.4,
the employer shall announce only the names of the tenderers who make a sub-
mission. The requirements of F.3.8 relating to the material deviations or qualifica-
tions which affect the competitive position of tenderers shall not apply.

F.1.6.2.2 All responsive tenderers, or not less than three responsive tenderers that are

highest ranked in terms of the evaluation method and evaluation criteria stated in
the tender data, shall be invited in each round to enter into competitive negotia-
tions, based on the principle of equal treatment and keeping confidential the pro-
posed solutions and associated information. Notwithstanding the provisions of

F.1.6.2.3 At the conclusion of each round of negotiations, tenderers shall be invited by the
