“Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the receipt of
bids.

“Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the supplier,
as recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices
thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

“Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and
proper performance of his contractual obligations.

“Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of any thing of value to
influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution.

"Countervailing duties" are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized by its
government and encouraged to market its products internationally

“Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or produced or from
which the services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through manufacturing, processing
or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new product
results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its
components.

“Day” means calendar day.
“Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.
“Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand

“Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified
store or depot or on the specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order,
the supplier bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies are so delivered and a valid
receipt is obtained.

If it is a bid condition that supplies to be produced or services to be rendered should at any
stage during production or execution or on completion be subject to inspections tests and
analysis, the bidder or contractor's premises shall be open, at all reasonable hours, for
inspection by a representative of the purchaser or an organization acting on behalf of the
purchaser.

8.7.  Any contract goods may on or after delivery be inspected, tested or analyzed and may be
rejected if found not to comply with the requirements of the contract. Such rejected goods shall
be held at the cost and risk of the supplier who shall, when called upon, remove them
immediately at his own cost and forthwith substitute them with goods which do comply with the
requirements of the contract.

Variation orders

In cases where the estimated value of the envisaged changes in purchase does not vary more thal5%
of the total value of the original contract, the contractor may be instructed to deliver the goods or render
the services as such. In cases of measurable quantities, the contractor may be approached to reduce
the unit price and such offers, may be accepted provided that there is no escalation in price.

Assignment

The supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the contract, except
with the purchaser’s prior written consent.

Subcontracts

The supplier shall notify the purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under this contract, if not
already specified in the bid. Such notification, in the original bid or later, shall not relieve the supplier
from any liability or obligation under the contract.

Delays in the supplier’s performance

21.1. Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the supplier in accordance
with the time schedule prescribed by the purchaser in the contract.

21.2. If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its subcontractor(s) should
encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the goods and performance of services, the
supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration
and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the purchaser shall
evaluate the situation and may at his discretion extend the supplier’'s time for performance, with
or without the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties
by amendment of contract.

21.3. The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small quantities or to have minor
essential services executed if an emergency arises, the supplier's point of supply is not situated
at or near the place where the supplies are required, or the supplier's services are not readily
available.

21.4. Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in the performance of its
delivery obligations shall render the supplier liable to the imposition of penalties, pursuant to
GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 22
without the application of penalties.

21.5. Upon any delay beyond the delivery period in the case of a supplies contract, the purchaser
shall, without cancelling the contract, be entitled to purchase supplies of a similar quality and up
to the same quantity in substitution of the goods not supplied in conformity with the contract and
to return any goods delivered later at the supplier's expense and risk, or to cancel the contract
and buy such goods as may be required to complete the contract and without prejudice to his
other rights, be entitled to claim damages from the supplier.

Penalties

Subject to GCC Clause 25, if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or to perform the
services within the period(s) specified in the contract, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other
remedies under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as a penalty, a sum calculated on the
delivered price of the delayed goods or unperformed services using the current prime interest rate
calculated for each day of the delay until actual delivery or performance.

23.2. In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may
procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, goods, works or
services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any
excess costs for such similar goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall continue
performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

23.3. Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may decide to
impose a restriction penalty on the supplier by prohibiting such supplier from doing business
with the public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.
